THE WIFE OF BEDLAM by Mark Patterson (producer) and Sean Riley (writer/director);

WRITING RAIN by Ben Chessell (writer/director) and Louise Smith (producer), the story of a
writers’ group thrown into turmoil by the arrival of a successful newcomer.
